1. Recall with the children the meaning of the story using the following questions:

· Who do Evie and Adam stand for?  

· Who does Jessie stand for?    

· What two important things does Jessie tell the two young people? 

2. Knowing that they have a father who loves them will make a great difference in the lives of Evie and Adam.  What difference does it make in our lives to know that God is our Father who loves us? 

3. What difference will it make to Evie and Adam to discover that they are brother and sister?  How would it affect our lives if we really acted as if everyone we met was our brother and sister? 

4. Jessie tells the children about their father, but they will still have to get to know him.  What is the difference between “knowing about” someone and “knowing” someone?  

5. How do we get to know about God?

6. In the story the father sends his son Jessie to tell the children who they are and where they came from.  In our faith story, God sends his son Jesus.  What difference does it make that we learn about God through Jesus and not directly from the Father?

7. One of the best ways to learn about life is through stories.  What are some of the stories Jesus uses to tell us about God and about his kingdom?  What do the stories teach us?
